For	optimal	viewing	comfort,	the	monitor	should	be	just	below	eye	level	and	40-60	cm	(16-24	inches)	
away from your eyes. When using the monitor over a prolonged time, a ten minute break every hour 

is recommended as looking at the screen continuously can cause eye strain.

To create the best picture, your iiyama LCD monitor has been preset at the factory with the 
COMPLIANT TIMING shown on page 34. You are also able to adjust the picture by following the 
button operation shown below. 

 Press the  Button on the remote control or the MENU Button on the monitor to start 

the On Screen Display feature. There are additional Menu items which can be switched 

by using the  /  Buttons on the remote control or the + / – Buttons on the monitor.  

  Select the Menu item which contains the adjustment icon relating to the adjustment 

you want to make. Press the OK Button on the remote control or the MENU Button 

on the monitor. Then, use the  /  Buttons on the remote control or the + / – Buttons 

on the monitor to highlight the desired adjustment icon.
