Some of the accessories mentioned in this user guide, such as charger, headset or data cable,may be sold separately.
Note: You can set the phone to ask for a security code. Select Menu > Settings > Security> Keyguard > Security code , and enter a code. Note, however, that you need to rememberthe code, as HMD Global is not able to open or bypass it.
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Parts and connectors, magnetism
Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Donot connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external deviceor headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, payspecial attention to the volume levels.
Parts of the device are magnetic. Metallic materials may be attracted to the device. Do notplace credit cards or other magnetic stripe cards near the device for extended periods of time,since the cards may be damaged.

SET UP AND SWITCH ON YOUR PHONE
Note: Pre-installed system software and apps use a significant part of memory space.

Nano-SIM

Important: This device is designed to be used with a nano-SIM card only. Use of incompatibleSIM cards may damage the card or the device, and may corrupt data stored on the card.
Note: Switch the device off and disconnect the charger and any other device before removingany covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing any covers. Always storeand use the device with any covers attached.
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Open the back cover

1. Place your fingernail in the small slot at the bottom of the phone, then lift and remove thecover.
2. If the battery is in the phone, take it out.

Insert the SIM cards

1. Slide the SIM card in the SIM card slot.
2. If you have a dual-SIM phone, slide the second SIM in the SIM2 slot.
Both SIM cards are available at the same time when the device is not being used, but while oneSIM card is active, for example, when making a call, the other may be unavailable.

Tip: To find out if your phone can use 2 SIM cards, see the label on the sales box. If there are2 IMEI codes on the label, you have a dual-SIM phone.
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Insert the memory card

1. Slide the memory card in the memory card slot.
2. Put back the battery.
3. Put back the back cover.
Use only compatible memory cards approved for use with this device. Incompatible cards maydamage the card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Tip: Use a fast, up to 32 GB microSD memory card from a well-known manufacturer.

Switch on your phone
Press and hold�.

CHARGE YOUR PHONE
Your battery has been partially charged at the factory, but you may need to recharge it beforeyou can use your phone.

Charge the battery
1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.
2. Connect the charger to the phone. When done, unplug the charger from the phone and thenfrom the wall outlet.
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If the battery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the chargingindicator is displayed.

Tip: You can use USB charging when a wall outlet is not available. The efficiency of USBcharging power varies significantly and it may take a long time for charging to start and thedevice to start functioning.

KEYPAD
Use the phone keys
• To see your phone’s apps and features, select Menu on the home screen.
• To go to an app or feature, press the scroll key up, down, left, or right. To open an app orfeature, press the scroll key.
• If you have selected the zoomed menu view, press the scroll key up or down to go to an appor feature. To open an app or feature, press the scroll key.

Lock the keypad
To lock the keys, select� > Lock keypad . To unlock the keys, select Unlock , and press *.

Type with the keypad
Press a key repeatedly until the letter is shown.
To enter a space press 0 .
To type in a special character or punctuation mark, press the asterisk key, or if you are usingpredictive text, press and hold the # key.
To switch between character cases, press # repeatedly.
To type a number, press and hold a number key.

Learn how to make a call with your new phone.
1. Type in the phone number. To type in the + character, used for international calls, press *twice.
2. Press the call key. If asked, select which SIM to use.

RESTORE FACTORY SETTINGS
Reset your phone
You can restore the original factory settings, but be careful, since this reset removes all datayou have saved in the phone’s memory and all of your personalisation.
If you are disposing your phone, note that you are responsible of removing all private content.
To reset your phone to its original settings and to remove all your data, on the home screen,type in *#7370#. If asked, enter your security code.

SWITCH OFF IN RESTRICTED AREAS

Before making the call:
• Switch the phone on.
• If the phone screen and keys are locked, unlock them.
• Move to a place with adequate signal strength.

1. Press the end key repeatedly, until the home screen is shown.
2. Type in the official emergency number for your present location. Emergency call numbersvary by location.
3. Press the call key.
4. Give the necessary information as accurately as possible. Do not end the call until givenpermission to do so.
You may also need to do the following:
• Put a SIM card in the phone.
• If your phone asks for a PIN code, type in the official emergency number for your presentlocation and press the call key.
• Switch the call restrictions off in your phone, such as call barring, fixed dialling, or closeduser group.

TAKE CARE OF YOUR DEVICE
Handle your device, battery, charger, and accessories with care. The following suggestions helpyou keep your device operational.
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• Keep the device dry. Precipitation,humidity, and all types of liquids ormoisture can contain minerals thatcorrode electronic circuits.
• Do not use or store the device in dusty ordirty areas.
• Do not store the device in hightemperatures. High temperatures maydamage the device or battery.
• Do not store the device in coldtemperatures. When the device warms toits normal temperature, moisture can forminside the device and damage it.
• Do not open the device other than asinstructed in the user guide.

• Unauthorised modifications may damagethe device and violate regulationsgoverning radio devices.
• Do not drop, knock, or shake the device orthe battery. Rough handling can break it.
• Only use a soft, clean, dry cloth to cleanthe surface of the device.

• To keep your important data safe, storeit in at least two separate places, such asyour device, memory card, or computer, orwrite down important information.

During extended operation, the device may feel warm. In most cases, this is normal. To avoidgetting too warm, the device may automatically slow down, close apps, switch off charging,and if necessary, switch itself off. If the device is not working properly, take it to the nearestauthorised service facility.

BATTERY AND CHARGER INFORMATION
Battery and charger information
To check if your phone has a removable or non-removable battery, see the printed guide.
Devices with a removable battery Only use your device with its original rechargeable battery.The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it will eventually wear out.When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, replace the battery.
Devices with a non-removable battery Do not attempt to remove the battery, as you maydamage the device. The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it willeventually wear out. When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, takethe device to the nearest authorised service facility to have the battery replaced.
Charge your device with a compatible charger. Charger plug type may vary. Charging time canvary depending on device capability.

Battery and charger safety information
Once your device is fully charged, unplug the charger from the device and electrical outlet.Please note that continuous charging should not exceed 12 hours. If left unused, a fullycharged battery will lose its charge over time.
Extreme temperatures reduce the capacity and lifetime of the battery. Always keep thebattery between 15°C and 25°C (59°F and 77°F) for optimal performance. A device with a
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hot or cold battery may not work temporarily. Note that the battery may drain quickly in coldtemperatures and lose enough power to switch off the phone within minutes. When you areoutdoors in cold temperatures, keep your phone warm.

Other adaptors may not meet applicable safety standards, and charging with suchadaptors could pose a risk of property loss or personal injury.
To unplug a charger or an accessory, hold and pull the plug, not the cord.
Additionally, the following applies if your device has a removable battery:
• Always switch the device off and unplug the charger before removing any covers or thebattery.
• Accidental short-circuiting can happen when a metallic object touches the metal strips onthe battery. This may damage the battery or the other object.

SMALL CHILDREN

This mobile device meets guidelines for exposure to radio waves.
